Doctor Otternschlag (Lewis Stone) spends his days
drunk in his hotel room in the Berlin Grand Hotel. For this
reason, it is hardly surprising that his perception of what is
going on is hazy: “People come, people go. Nothing ever
happens”. He could not be more wrong. While the Doctor
firmly grabs his drink, Baron von Geigern (John Barrymore) is
working out his plan to rob the pearls of eccentric dancer
Grusinskaya (Greta Garbo).

The producer, Metro-Goldwin-Mayer, gathered all the
movie stars of the moment in a script by the Austrian writer
Vicki Baum to create a story of characters who,
accommodated in the luxurious Berlin Grand Hotel, share
their frustrations, confront their anxieties and end up, one
way or the other, uniting their destinies.

The main story line of Grand Hotel is the romance between
the solitary dancer, personified by Garbo, and the hustler, Von
Geigern (John Barrymore), two characters on the verge of
giving it all up, who find a last opportunity to reconcile
themselves with life. The stories intermingle; some lose and
others win but, at the end, it is clear that Otternschlag was
wrong when he made his judgement on life in the hotel.
